Moved by Commissioner Francis Richard, seconded by Commissioner Ray Mayet to approve the accounts payable 

report.  Motion carried unanimously. 

Moved by Commissioner Chris Domangue, seconded by Commissioner Dale Dennis to approve the finance report.

Mr. Rabalais reported that all 4 pumps are up and running. 

Mr. Rabalais reported that the Bayou operations are normal. 

Mr. Rabalais reported the updates to the Pump Capacity Improvements Project (PCIP).   He discussed Change Order 

No. 1  to Stantec’s contract for additional inspecting and asked for the Boards authorization to execute the Change 

Order. 

Moved by Commissioner Dale Dennis, seconded by Commissioner Ernie Blanchard to approve the authorization for 

Mr. Rabalais to execute Change Order No. 1 with Stantec for additional inspecting.  Motion carried unanimously. 
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Mr. Rabalais gave an update on the Phase 3 Permitting.   

Mr. Rabalais reviewed the 2024 Proposed Operational Budget and 2024 Proposed Pump Capacity Improvements 

Project Budget.
